Congressional Budget Resolution

First step in the appropriations process; sets overall limit on annual appropriations. Once approved by both houses, the
Congressional Budget Resolution is binding on Congress’ actions. If both houses cannot agree to the same version of
the resolution, each house may choose to “deem” its measure to be binding on that body’s actions. The resolution is not
a law, and therefore does not require the President’s signature.

Annual Appropriations Process
Congressional appropriators work within limits set by Congressional Budget Resolution to set program-specific funding levels for FY
2005. By law, all appropriations bills are to originate in the House. (In recent years, however, House and Senate work on the bills
has overlapped.) The full House and Senate must approve a compromise (“conference”) version of the bill before it can be signed

into law by the President.

Continuing Resolution/s (CRs)

In the event that Congress and the President do not approve a final appropriations bill prior to the October 1 start of the
federal fiscal year, Congress must approve a stop-gap “Continuing Resolution” (CR) in order to maintain ongoing
funding for federal programs and offices. In FY 2004, the final VA-HUD appropriations act was not enacted until Jan. 23,
2004.
