Impact on Legislation or Legislator/s – 10 points

Explanation: Actions that have an effect on advancing housing and community development legislation (consistent with NAHRO policies), generating support and/or raising new awareness among legislators 

Raising Public Awareness – 10 points 

Explanation: Actions generating support and/or raising new awareness among the general public and community decision makers regarding the benefits of and need for affordable housing and community and economic development programs

Mobilizing Grassroots Advocacy – 10 points

Explanation: Actions that mobilize legislative advocacy by fellow housing and community development professionals and other members of the community.

Overall Impact - 10

Explanation: In the evaluator’s view, overall impact or scope of the effort

Local Innovation – 5

Explanation: Level of innovation of the activities, either nationally or in the applicants’ region/state/community.

Consistency of Effort - 5

Explanation: Duration, persistence or consistency of nominee’s efforts.

Replicability – 5

Explanation: Replicability of activities to other NAHRO members and organizations
